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Problem  

Some companies want to change the heading for the My Tasks page. 

 Solution  

Type any heading you want into the Page Header field. 

 

Problem  

When the My Tasks display contains many fields, the page can scroll far to the right, particularly when 

viewing in lower screen resolutions, causing all or some of the buttons on the page to scroll out of view. 

Solution  

Use the Set Left Alignment selector to align buttons to the left. 

 

Problem  

When the My Tasks display contains many fields, some of the fields scroll out of view horizontally. 

Solution  

Set the Grid Width value to set a shrink-to value for the grid in pixels. When a user clicks the Reduce 

Width toggle button, the grid shrinks to the specified size and applies best-fit formatting to the data 

columns. Rename the toggle button labels using the Web Part Control Panel. 

 

Problem  

The standard grid display shows only half of the available rows, requiring the user to scroll within a 

small portion of the screen.  

Solution  

Use the Expand Rows toggle button to show all rows in the grid. Rename the toggle button labels using 

the Web Part Control Panel. 

 

Problem  

In some situations, users mistake the Save All button, for the Submit All  button saving their changes but 

failing to submit the updates. 

Solution  

The My Tasks Tamer allows you to hide any button on the page by entering a list of buttons to hide, 

separated by a comma, in the List of Buttons to Hide field. 

 

Problem  

Many organizations have developed very specific internal terms data fields that do not agree with

Solution  

Rather than teaching your staff a new language, use the Fields section of the My Tasks Tamer to change 

the name of any standard or custom field that appears in the My Tasks display. 
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Using the My Tasks Tamer Control Panel 

 

The My Tasks Tamer controls are easy to use offering fields 

and selections to help you control the My Tasks display in 

your Project Server instance. To access the My Tasks Tamer 

control panel, place your My Tasks page into edit mode, 

click the Edit button at the top right of the web part, and 

select Modify Shared Web Part from the drop down list to 

expose the control panel. 

License Key field 

Enter your trial or permanent license key in this field. The 

My Tasks Tamer will not function without a valid license 

key. 

Display Web-Part selector

Page Header field 

When you first open the control panel, this field contains the 

ÞÖÙËÚɯɁ,àɯ3ÈÚÒÚȮɂɯÞÏÐÊÏɯÐÚɯÛÏÌɯËÌÍÈÜÓÛɯ×Ège header.

Button Reduce Width Name field and Button Return 
Width Name field 

The My Tasks Tamer adds a button to the My Tasks page 

that appears to the right of the standard buttons, and allows 

users to toggle between the standard display width of the 

grid and a custom grid width that you specify in the Grid Width field. Each press of the button toggles 

both the display and the button label. You can accept the default names for this button or enter your own 

ÓÈÉÌÓÚȭɯ$ÕÛÌÙɯɁnullɂɯȹÞÐÛÏÖÜÛɯÛÏÌɯØÜÖÛÌÚȺɯÐÕɯthe Button Reduce Width Name field to disable this feature. 
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Button Expand Rows Name field and Button Return Rows Name field 

The My Tasks Tamer adds a button to the My Tasks page that appears to the right of the standard 

buttons, and allows users to toggle between the standard limited rows display in the grid and an all-rows 

display. Each press of the button toggles both the grid display and the button label. You can accept the

Expand Rows Name field to disable this feature. 

Save Settings Label field 

The My Tasks Tamer adds a Save Settings check box to the right of the buttons. When a user selects this 

option on the My Tasks page, the Tamer uses a cookie to retain ÛÏÌɯÜÚÌÙɀs grid width and rows display 

selection. If the user does not select this check box, the display returns to standard on each refresh. You 

can accept the default label, or enter your own in this field. When you disable both the Expand Rows and 

the Reduce Grid Width buttons, this selection does not display on the page. 

 

 

My Tasks Page with Rows Expanded and Buttons Aligned to the Left  

Grid Width field 

The Grid Width field supports the Reduce Grid Width function. This field contains a value of 820 by 

default, and must contain a valid value. Enter a value appropriate for your users in this field. 
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List of Buttons to Hide field 

Use this field to hide standard buttons on the page that you do not want your users to see. By default, the 

field is blank. Valid entries for this field are Recalculate, Save All, Submit Selected, and Submit All. You 

can hide any or all of these buttons, but take care not to remove functionality that your users need. The 

most common use of this field is for hiding the Save All button. 

Fields Section 

The fields that appear in the My Tasks view automatically appear in this section of the My Tasks Tamer 

control panel. You can change the column heading for any of these fields by typing a new name in the 

field on the right corresponding to the default field label on the left. Click the Apply button to save your 

changes. 

Resetting Default Values 

You can restore any field in the Tamer to its default value while the web part is in edit mode by clearing 

the text from the field and clicking the Apply button once to restore the default values, and then once 

more to apply the restored default values to the My Tasks page. 

Changing My Tasks Page Fields after Installing the Tamer 

If you use the Tamer to rename fields and subsequently decide to add or delete fields from the page, or if 

you change the order of fields on the page, you must use the procedure for resetting the field name 

values explained in Resetting Default Values  section above, and then repeat the steps outlined in the 

Fields Section above.

MSProjectExperts licenses this Web Part for each Project Server Instance. You must acquire a separate 

license for each Project Web Access URL including sandbox or development instances. Each license 

covers one Project Server instance with unlimited users.
